Buddhist Communities in Roman and Hellenistic Egypt

Abstract: The Hellenistic era was a period of extensive globalisation processes in the
ancient world. After the 4" century BCE, the Greek world (later the Roman world) got in
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contact with the Indian subcontinent. The cultures of both civilizations began to interact and
influence each other. In Northern India, particularly in the Gandhara region, this cultural
exchange was especially notable, as the area was filled with Greek cities and settlements that
remained after Alexander the Great's campaign. The art of Gandhara vividly represents this
epoch, combining Buddhist religious motifs set in the forms of Greek art.

Over the centuries, direct contact between these cultures weakened. However, in the 1st
and 2™ centuries CE, interactions between the Greece-Roman and Indian worlds intensified
again, largely due to the rapid growth of maritime trade between these regions. This process
continued roughly until the 3" century CE.

The key objectives of this study are to examine whether Buddhist communities emerged
within Hellenistic states and, later, within the Roman Empire during this period—from the
initial close contacts between the Greece-Roman world and the Indian subcontinent in the
4™ century BCE to the decline of Roman trade networks in the 3™ century CE. This research is
relevant in the broader context of Greece-Roman and Buddhist cultural interaction and the
possible influence of Buddhism on Greece-Roman civilization. While most existing studies on
Greece-Roman engagement with Buddhism focus on the Gandhara region, this paper explores
a different geographical area.

The study analyses epigraphic, numismatic, and archaeological sources that shed light
on the presence of Buddhist communities in Ptolemaic and later Roman Egypt. The research is
focused on this region because nearly all available sources related to the topic have been found
there. The prominence of Egypt in this context is largely due to its role as a major trade hub,
where numerous merchant ships from the Indian subcontinent — especially from Northern
India, home to a significant number of Buddhists — frequently docked.
