The Relations Between the Roman Empire and the Sasanian Empire in 235-284 AD and
Their Impact on the Roman State

Abstract: The article is devoted to the relations between the Roman Empire and the
Sasanian Empire in 235-284 AD and their impact on the Roman state. After the accession of
Maximinus Thrax, the Roman Empire fell into a long-term crisis that would last for about fifty
years. At the same time, the Parthian Empire was replaced by that of the Sassanids in the East.
The first contacts between the Romans and their new neighbour began in the time of
Alexander Severus and escalated quickly into a full-scale conflict. Ardashir, the founder of the
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new empire, desired to secure his dynasty on the Persian throne with an active foreign policy
and victories. The same can be applied to his son and the second ruler of the Sasanian Empire
Shapur 1.

The main efforts of the Persians were aimed at the maximum weakening of the Roman
positions in Northern Mesopotamia, which ultimately led to the destruction of the important
cities in the region, such as Hatra and Dura-Europos. With this approach, the Sassanids sought
to return to the status quo before the eastern campaigns of the Severan emperors. A possible
appeal to the Achaemenids was rather propaganda than a real intention to claim all the lands
that once were controlled by this dynasty. Moreover, additional tension between Rome and
the Sasanian Empire arose over the Armenian Kingdom. The Persians sought to destroy the
local ruling dynasty of the Arsacids. For the Romans it was therefore important to prevent the
subjugation of the kingdom.

The Sasanian Empire managed to inflict severe damage on the Romans during
campaigns in the mid-3" century AD. These losses affected the internal stability of the Roman
Empire. The death of Gordian III and the humiliating captivity of the Roman emperor Valerian
I nourished the crisis even more. Meanwhile, the importance of having a legitimate co-ruler of
the emperor grew. Although the activity of the Sassanids on the eastern borders of Rome
significantly decreased after the death of Shapur I, it became obvious to the Romans that the
Sasanian threat required constant attention. The emperors had to use co-rulers, or grant
extraordinary powers to local officials, same as the case of Odaenathus, to ensure that Rome’s
eastern borders had the necessary protection.
